Much of the wealth of the British Empire came from the slave trade.

The slave trade reached its peak in the 18th century with the so-called “Triangular Slave
Trade'which consisted of three steps. First, the British traders took goods like cotton and
guns to Africa and exchanged them for slaves.

Then, the traders took the slaves and sold them in North America and in the West Indies.
Finally, the traders returned to Great Britain to sell the products of the slaves' work, for
example cotton, sugar and tobacco.

In total arcund 12 million Africans sailed to the Americas as slaves.

Conditions for the slaves were terrible and a lot of people began to oppose the slave
trade. In the 1780s the British politician William Wilberforce started a huge campaign
which ended in 1833 with the Slavery Abolition Act. This act abolished slavery in most
of the British Empire.
